such as engraving on wood, the designing of decorations
of fabrics which may belong to either class according
to the degree of merit displayed by the artist.
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In painting the material basis is provided by the
canvas, board or other surface upon which the lines
which indicate space and the artificial colour which
represent the natural colours of external objects are
respectively drawn or laid. But is proportion as this
basis is less material than that of the sculptor, the
painter requires a greater compount of artifice in the
mean which be employs to bring these lines and colours
under the congnizance of the sense of sight : for he
has to represent solid objects and seal colours by means
of line and colours placed on a flat surface in order
to present solid objects by lines only he must draw
these lines according to rules of perspective that is,
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he must draw the severd out lines of the external
objects which form his picture in precisely the same
positions on his canvas as they would occupy on the
field of vision of a single point of view and similarity
in order to represent the seal colours laid on a uniform
surface the must give the correct values to the colours
of each objects that is he must take these colours more
or less bright or strong in proportion as the seal objects,
whose colours he thus represents, would be more on
less discount from the spector.
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
